All wanted to grow as disciples and make living 
the Christian life a more central priority. However,
there were concerns about how to live as a faithful
Catholic amid the many questions and challenges 
of modern life.

Various suggestions were made regarding how to
improve the parish offerings, including additional 
Confession times, evenings of recollection, periods 
of silence at Mass, and outreach to those who struggle 
with the Church’s teachings on various subjects.
